We are not able to
engage in long conversations, especially during the hatching season when we work 16 to
20 hour days and are on an extremely tight schedule. March thru June, Mondays and
Tuesdays are filled with working in the hatchery room and shipping day-olds. If you need to
contact us on those days, plan to leave a message on our answering machine or send an e-mail.

Greetings Waterfowl Friends,

We specialize in purebred ducks and geese that possess superb production and
exhibition qualities. Only robust birds are shipped and each order is prepared with tender
loving care. During the past four and a half decades, we've served satisfied customers
throughout the United States, Canada, the Caribbean, Latin America and Europe.

Over the years, we have invested considerable time and money acquiring the best stock
obtainable in Europe, Canada and the United States. Today, our ducks and geese are
soughtby breeders and hobbyists from around the world toimprove the quality of their flocks.
International poultry specialist Hans Schippers of the Netherlands has traveled the globe
collecting material for articles and books. Hans has visited our farm twice and stated that
we have one of the two best collections of domestic waterfowl in the world.

People frequently tell us that our ducks and geese are the most robust they've seen. We
attribute this exceptional vigor to the meticulous selection of our breeding stock, Dave’s
specialfeed formulasthat closely duplicate the natural diets of wild waterfowl, and our grassy
pens where our web-footed friends delight in fresh air and exercise.

Waterfowl are exceptionally hardy and resistent to inclement weather and many
diseases. They are also excellent foragers. When succulent grass is plentiful, geese can
get by on a minimum of supplemental feed. Ducks relish slugs, snails, grasshoppers,
mosquito larvae, Japanese beetles and many other insects, and do awonderful job reducing
these pests around homesteads and farms. Ducks are the most effective control available
of liver flukes in livestock.

Because we are a preservation center, several strains are kept in each breed to
safeguard against inbreeding. Offspring size often varies between strains, so you will
typically notice some variation in the size of the babies you receive. Within a breed, there
is usually no correlation between day-old and mature size.

When given the proper care, birds from our stock should produce at rates similar to those
described herein. The enclosed production information is based on our flock records and
reports from customers. Keepin mind that managementand environment strongly influence
the age birds begin laying, rate and duration of lay, egg size and body weight. For complete
information on raising your birds we highly recommend Storey’s Guide to Raising Ducks
and The Book of Geese, both written by Dave. (See page 15.)

Along with producing world-class waterfowl, we strive to give prompt service. Once we
have fertile eggs in the incubator, your order will be verified with a notice giving the planned
shipping dates. Please keep in mind that shipping dates must occasionally be changed.

Newly hatched ducklings and goslings ship well since they naturally do not eat for the first
2 to 3 days. You can expect your babies to reach you within 24 to 60 hours after hatching.

Our desire is to preserve these wonderful old heritage breeds and provide flock owners
with high-quality stock. And we hope that you, too, will enjoy the beauty and playful antics

of these entertaining webfeet. . .

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Tips on Selecting Your Waterfowl

EGGS: If efficient egg production is your main goal, Anconas, Campbells, Harlequins,
Hook Bills, Magpies and Runners should be given top priority.

EGGS & MEAT: If you want ducks that combine good egg production and large meat
birds of gourmet quality, we recommend Silver Appleyards and Saxonies.

POND CLEAN-UP AND PEST CONTROL: All ducks help control bug, slug and snalil
pests in gardens, and algae slime and duck weed in ponds. The best foragers are
Anconas, Campbells, Harlequins, Hook Bills, Magpies, Runners and bantams.

WEEDER GEESE: All breeds are used successfully to control grasses and some
broadleaves. If soil compaction is an issue, avoid the heaviest breeds.

GEESE IN GENERAL: Choose the breed you're most attracted to. After raising all
breeds over the last half century, we've found that in most cases personality and
temperament depend more on the individual bird and its environment than on the
breed. To reduce the likelihood of aggressive behavior at maturity, we've found it
helpful to work calmly around geese of allages and to never feed them from the hand.

EXHIBITION: For showing, order Show Quality day-olds or adults out of our special
exhibition matings. Birds from our stock are winning major awards in Canada,
Europe and the U.S., including Reserve Bird In Show at the 2005 Joint APA-ABA
National with 2800 entries and Best In Show at the 2006 Joint National with 11,640
entries. Remember, not all offspring from even the best stock develop into show
specimens. A good rule ofthumb isto raise 2 to 3 young for every show bird desired.

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Geese

Brown Chinese (Best availability for goslings: mid-April to early June)

Graceful and energetic, Chinese are the balleri-
nas of the goose family and named for the country of
their origin. With their small, compact bodies, long,
beautifully arched necks, and tip-toe strutting, they are
a picture of dynamic elegance. The Browns are
handsomely attired in rich brown, fawn and gray plum-
age that is accentuated by a dark russet neck stripe,
and black bill and forehead knob. Due to their alert and
talkative nature, some people find them to be a useful
alarm system around the homestead. Our Chinese
are known for their extra slender necks, overall refine-
ment, outstanding color, and typically weigh 6 to 10
pounds at maturity. We have bred Chinese for over
forty years and they continue to win major awards for
ourselves and customers at North America’s leading
shows. A few examples include: Reserve Champion
Goose, 1990 International Waterfowl Breeders Assn.
(IWBA) Western National; Reserve Champion Goose,
1991 American Poultry Assn. (APA) National; Cham-
pion Light Goose, 1993 APA National; Reserve Bird In
Show, 1995 Winter Classic; Reserve Bird In Show,
1996 Winter Classic; Reserve Champion Goose, 1999

Auto-Sexing Shetland (Best availability for goslings: April to early June)

We have a beautiful flock of the extremely rare Shetland geese, thanks to Cabbage
Hill Farm in New York, who imported them from Scotland in 1997. Like most traditional
livestock breeds from these rugged North Atlantic islands, Shetlands are diminutive in
size, hardy, excellent foragers and attentive parents. Primary physical characteristics
include: auto-sexing plumage (ganders are white, often with a few grayish feathers,
whereas geese have the gray saddleback pattern with more or less white in the head and
neck); relatively short bills, roundish heads, small bodies that are well-muscled, and
mature weights of only 7 to 10 pounds. The feet are pink and the bills are pink with more
or less yellow shading. These friendly, colorful little geese have captured our hearts and
we are delighted to be able to help bring them back from the brink of extinction.

Auto-Sexing Pilgrim (Best availability for goslings: April to early June)

The calm, personable Pilgrim originated in the U.S and is one of the few breeds in
which the gender of both goslings and mature birds can be distinguished by their color.
Day-old males are silvery gray, in contrast to the darker olive-gray females. Adultganders
are mostly white while geese are a soft dove-gray with more or less white on the head.
We think the Pilgrim is one of the most practical breeds for the home flock. They are fast
growing (10 pounds and up by 10 weeks of age) and excellent natural parents. Typical
adult weights for our strains are 13 to 16 pounds. Our Pilgrims have been carefully bred
for many years and are recognized internationally for their fine qualities. They have been
featured in regional and international publications and continue to win major awards
across America, including Champion Waterfowl, and Best In Show.
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White Tufted Roman (Best availability for goslings: April to early June)

The first characteristic most people notice about this pint-sized goose is its feathery
cap. Even goslings are unmistakable with their elfin crowns. Our Tufted Romans have
small, plump bodies and weigh 9to 12 pounds. Adults have white plumage and blue eyes,
and most have reddish-pink bills and feet. Young Romans sometimes have a fairamount
of gray in the first year plumage, typically turning pure white as yearlings.We have found
them to be gentle, friendly geese that enjoy human companionship. Our Tufteds are
primarily from the prize winning strain of Mary Hillgaertner, who did an excellent job of
preserving their classic small size and distinctive bill and foot color.

White Sebastopol (Best availability for goslings: April and May)

This amazing goose is named for Sevastopol, a Ukranian seaport located on the
northern shore of the Black Sea. Their long, soft plummage (which takes several years
plus the proper environment and diet to fully develop) reminds us of British ladies adorned
in their finery at a grand ballroom dance. Despite their spectacular appearance, this old
breed traditionally has been valued primarily for its practical qualities. For at least two
centuries, Sebastopols have been esteemed in their homeland for the wonderful
insulating and cushioning qualities of their feathers (used extensively in pillows, mat-
tresses and cold weather clothing) and their exceptionally high quality meat. Due to the
nature of their plumage, itis common for some feathers to protrude from their wings. We
have found Sebastopols to be hardy, companionable, non-flying, and superb natural
parents. Leading waterfowl judges from North America and Europe consistently tell us
that our Sebastopols are some of the best they’ve seen. Atthe 1996 Western Waterfowl
Expo, our “Lady Curlotta” won Best Bird In Show. Atthe 2000 W.W.E., they garnered Best
Bird In Show and Best Trio In Show awards. These curly beauties are also winning major
awards for customers across North America, including Champion Sebastopol at both the
2002 and 2003 Ohio National.



Gray Saddleback Pomeranian (Best availability for goslings: April to early June)

The Pomeranian is a wonderful old breed renowned for its bold plumage pattern,
exceptional hardiness and fast growth. Originally from the Pomerania region south of the
Baltic Sea, the best Pomeranians in the world still come from their homeland in Germany
and Poland. Most Pomeranians are excellent parents, and females normally lay 20 to 35
eggs during the spring breeding season. The saddleback pattern varies widely in its
expression, even among full siblings. We maintain three strains: Dom Blodgett's USA
line; Bill Mayer's German x USA line; and our specialty, Gerald Donnelly’s imported
German line. The Blodgett and Mayer birds typically weigh 14 to 17 pounds, with the
German’s often being 2 to 4 pounds heavier. We have the top Pomeranian breeding
program in the United States, and birds bred by us are winning awards at major shows,
including Best Bird In Show at the 2001 Western Waterfowl Exposition.

American Buff (Best availability for goslings: April and May)

The American Buff was developed as a beautiful and useful farm goose in North
America during the early 1900’s. Their lovely fawn-apricot plumage is highlighted by
yellow-orange billand feet. The fawn colored goslings grow quickly and are easily tamed.
Typical body weights at six months of age for our strains are 14 to 16 pounds for geese
and 16 to 20 pounds for ganders. Most Buffs are good natural parents and females
normally lay 20 to 35 eggs per year. Buff geese grazing or resting on green grass is truly
a memorable sight. In the show pen our Buffs seldom get beat. They have won major
awards across North America, including Reserve Champion Goose at both the 1998 and
2000 Western Waterfowl Expo and Champion Medium Goose at the 1999 APA National.

American Blue & Lavender Ice (Best availability for goslings: April to early June)
These handsome varieties are the fruit of Dave’s twenty years of investigating the
genetic intricacies of the elusive blue color in domestic geese. The plumage of the Blue
is various shades of pretty blue-gray; the Lavender Ice is an exquisite silver-lavender.
Bills are orange and the eyes are brown. These geese have similar conformation to
American Buff, and mature weights typically are 12 to 18 pounds. The goslings are
hardy and fast-growing, and the adults are good natural parents and excellent foragers,
making these extremely rare colored geese practical, as well as supremely ornamental.
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Giant White Embden (Best availability for goslings: late April to early June)

Using stock imported from Germany, British breeders developed the Embden as a
large meat goose in the early 1800’s. The snow-white plumage of the adults contrasts
beautifully with their orange bills and blue eyes. (It is normal for first year birds —
especially females — to have some gray in their plumage.) Upon seeing our Embdens,
leading waterfowl judges and breeders from the U.S., Canada and Europe have stated
that ours were among the best they have seen anywhere. These authentic Embdens are
very tall and large (three year-old ganders often stand 38 to 44 inches high and weigh 30
to 40 pounds when fed for maximum weight), and have wonderfully clean underlines. Our
customers are winning top awards in Europe, Canada, and the U.S., including Champion
Goose at the 1999 APA National. (See page 11 for picture.)

Giant Gray Dewlap Toulouse (Best availability for goslings: late April to early June)

The Dewlap Toulouse descends
from ancient French stock and is prized
for its massive body, huge head, large
throat dewlap, and calm nature. The
keel and dewlap continue enlarging
throughout the life of the bird, and full
body size is not reached until 3 to 5
years of age. When fed for maximum
weight, some ganders from our stock
will top 30 pounds. Because Toulouse
do not tolerate inbreeding, we maintain
9 pedigreed families to insure the most
vigorous and productive stock possible.
Toulouse from our breeding are winning
top awards at leading shows, including
five Champion Toulouse and Cham-
pion or Reserve Goose awards at the

Giant Dewlap Brown African (Best availability for goslings: mid-April to early June)

The majestic African is the Clydesdale of the goose clan — combining high stepping
elegance with massive size. They originated in China centuries ago where they are called
“Lion Heads” due to their king-sized heads and dewlaps. Africans are elegantly colored
similar to Brown Chinese. Africans grow amazingly fast and produce gourmet quality
meat. We've had young males weigh up to 20 pounds at 14 weeks. At maturity, our
ganders typically weigh 22 to 28 pounds. Our pedigree breeding program produces
Africans that combine outstanding production and exhibition qualities to a degree that
possibly has never been equaled. A number of highly regarded judges have said our
Africans are the best they’'ve seen. Shown 24 times in the past 12 years, they've won 32
Champion and Reserve Heavy Goose, 24 Champion and Reserve Goose, 16 Champion
and Reserve Waterfowl, and 6 Best and Reserve Bird In Show awards for us. Customers
are winning major awards in the U.S., Canada, and Europe with our Africans, including
Grand Champion Goose at the 2003 Minnesota State Poultry Assn. Show and Best Bird
In Show at the 2003 Midwest All Waterfowl Show. (See back page for picture.)

Please Note: When waterfowl are fed for maximum weight, the chances of leg
and wing problems are greatly increased. Also, fat waterfowl reproduce poorly if at all.
For instructions on how to minimize leg, wing and reproduction problems, order Wing

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“Green Sheen”
Black Cayuga

The spectacular green irides-
cence of our Cayugas makes them
one of the most beautiful of all
breeds. While their exotic color
makes them look like they should
be at home swimming on a quiet
pool in a tropical forest, they origi-
nated prior to 1850 in the vicinity of
Lake Cayugain New York. Annual
production typically is 150 to 200
eggs weighing 30 to 34 ounces per
dozen. Mature body weights are 6
to 8 pounds. Our strain is quiet and
tame, and has an extraordinary
show record, making them excel-
lent for pets, decoration and show-

ing. Years of pedigreed breeding have produced Cayugas that compete successfully
with the best show ducks in North America. At the last 35 large shows we've entered
Cayugas, our birds have won 25 Champion and 12 Reserve Medium Duck, 17 Champion
or Reserve Duck, 10 Champion or Reserve Waterfowl, 1 Reserve Bird in Show, and 1
Best Bird in Show awards. Customers are winning with our Cayugas, including a number
of Best Bird in Show's and the 1997 APA National Reserve Bird in Show.

Indian Runner

An old-time favorite originally from the Far
East, the graceful and comical Runner is one of
the most entertaining members of the duck clan.
Few people can resist chuckling when they see
these tall, upstanding “Penguin ducks” stroll by.
Typical adult weights are 4 to 4 % pounds. Fe-
males can annually produce 200 or more of their
blue, green or white eggs that average 30 to 34
ounces per dozen. Runners are exceptionally
active foragers. We breed many beautiful color
varieties. Our collection of Runners is one of the
best in the world and has a fine show record. In
the past 13 years, we have shown our Runners
22 times in excellent competition and they have
won 18 Champion and 10 Reserve Light Duck, 4
Champion and 2 Reserve Duck, 3 Champion and
1 Reserve Waterfowl, 1 Best Bird In Show and 1
Reserve Bird In Show awards. The Reserve
Champion Duck at both the 1999 and 2000 Ohio
National were Runners bred by us, as was the
2005 Reserve Bird In Show.

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Dutch Hook Bill

Afascinating Dutch breed thathas beentracedto the 1600’s, the Hook Bill was barely
saved from extinction during the twentieth century. To help preserve them, we imported
stock from Europe the winter of 2000. Traditionally, they were raised along the canals
in Holland and were valued for their meatand eggs. They weigh 3to 41/2 pounds, are good
layers of blue eggs, produce gourmet quality meat, are outstandng foragers and are
surprisingly tame. Their long, roman-nosed bills and sleek bodies give them an
appearance unlike any other duck. There are three varieties: the Dusky (drakes have
eye catching blue bills, green heads and lovely french gray bodies; ducks are uniform dark
mallard color); White-Bibbed Dusky (like Duskies but with a large white bib on the chest);
and White (pure white with pink bill). Nicknamed “Toucan Duck”, they have quickly
become a favorite here at the Preservation Center. We highly recommend them for their
many practical qualities and their unique appearance.

Welsh Harlequin

The resplendent Harlequin was developed by Leslie Bonnet of Wales from a color
mutation that showed up in his Khaki Campbells in 1949. If you want a brilliantly colored
duck that lays like a Campbell, is a tremendous forager and weighs 5 to 5%2 pounds, the
Welsh Harlequin is for you. The green-headed drake resembles a Mallard that has been
spruced up by an artist's brush, with frosted lacing on the breast and shoulders. Ducks
are creamy white with fawn, burnt orange, brown and gray highlights on their head and
body, and electric blue wing speculums. Annual production is 260 to 350 white eggs
weighing 30 to 34 ounces per dozen. We made Harlequins available to the North
American public in 1984. They were recognized by the A.P.A. in 2001.

Ancona

Most poultry raisers associate “Ancona” with the chicken carrying this name. Few
are aware that during the early 1900’s a pied breed of laying duck was developed in Great
Britain and also named Ancona. This extremely rare breed weighs 6 to 7 pounds and
females lay 215 to 265 white, blue or spotted eggs weighing 32 to 38 ounces per dozen.
We have Black, Blue, Chocolate, Lavender and Tricolored Anconas; all are splashed with
varying amounts of white (much like Holstein cows or Pinto horses) and seldom are two
marked exactly alike. The patchwork-marked ducklings are as cute as can be. We
introduced Anconas to North America in 1982. (See page 2 for picture.)
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Silver Appleyard

This big, colorful duck was developed by British waterfowl breeder Reginald
Appleyardinthe 1930's. Appleyards are atrue triple-duty duck, combining excellent egg-
laying ability, gourmet quality meat, and splendid ornamental plumage. This is the best
laying large breed we have found, with annual production being 200 to 270 white eggs
weighing 34 to 40 ounces per dozen. Mature body weights are inthe 7 to 10 pound range.
In color, Appleyards resemble Mallards that are frosted with white. Ideally, drakes have
green heads with silver throats flecked with fawn. Many of the females are good setters.
Appleyards nearly became extinct, and although they are currently gaining ground in
England and America, their numbers are still dangerously low worldwide. We first offered
them to the North American public in 1984, and they were officially recognized by the
American Poultry Association in 1998.

Saxony

This lovely pastel-colored German breed dates back to 1934. In their homeland, the
Saxony is esteemed for the production of full-breasted roasting ducks, their large white
eggs andtheir enchanting beauty. In drakes, the head and lower back are powdered blue,
the breast chestnut burgundy, the underbody and flanks creamy white and the neck ring
white. Ducks are a delightful fawn buff with creamy white facial stripes and throats. Aflock
is a beautiful sight, especially when foraging on a carpet of green grass. Mature weights
range between 7 and 10 pounds. Annual production has been 190 to 240 white eggs
weighing 36 to 46 ounces per dozen. We introduced them to North America in 1985 and
they were officially recognized by the American Poultry Association in 2000.

Making Rare Breeds Available

In our quest to preserve rare and unique waterfowl, we have introduced to the U.S.
(or were the first to make available to the public) the following breeds and varieties:
Ancona, Australian Spotted, Dark and White Campbells, Dutch Hook Bill, Magpie,
Mini Appleyard, and 6 colors of Runners, Saxony, Silky, Silver Appleyard, and Welsh
Harlequin ducks; geese in American Blue, American Lavender Ice, Buff African,
Plain-Head Roman, and Sebastopols in Blue, Buff, Creme, Gray, Lavender Ice and
Saddleback.




Magpie
The charming Magpie was de-
veloped by M. C. Gower-Williams
and Oliver Drake of Wales in the
early 1900’s as a triple-duty duck for
eggs, meat and decoration. The
plumage of this attractive breed is
white, offset by colored areas that
ideally include the crown of the head,
the shoulders and back. Annual
production is 220 to 290 white or
blue eggs weighing 30 to 38 ounces
per dozen. Mature birds weigh 5 to
6 pounds. With their bold markings,
high egg production, large egg size
and quality meat, we consider the
Magpies one of the best multi-pur- Black Magpie —“Mr. Tuxedo”.
pose ducks. We have been the #1 Reserve Light Duck, 1993 APA National.
breeder of Magpies for two decades.
Birds bred by us have won numerous top awards, including Champion Waterfowl, 1990
Oregon State Fair; Best Bird In Show, 1999 Western Waterfow Expo; Best Bird in Show,
2005 Saulk Trail Show (Michigan).

Australian Spotted Bantam Ducks

The diminutive and exquisite Australian Spotted is one of the rarest ducks. Accord-
ing to the late John C. Kriner, Jr., he and Stanley Mason developed them in Pennsylvania
during the 1920’s using Mallards, Calls, Pintails and a wild Australian species. Confor-
mation is intermediate between the racy wild Mallard and the compact Call. There are
three color varieties: Greenhead, Bluehead and Silverhead. Greenhead males have an
emerald green head, white neck collar and rich chestnut on the chest and sides of the
body; females have abase color of frosted fawn spotted with brown and black, both sexes
have brilliant blue wing speculums. Bluehead males have dark blue-gray heads; females
are lovely fawn-buff accentuated with blue-gray spots. Silverhead males have velvety
silver heads; females are buff-salmon spotted with silver. Mature weights are 30 to 36
ounces. We have found Australian Spotteds to be hardy, excellent foragers, effective
mosquito larva exterminators, attentive mothers and tame. (See page 16 for picture.)

Miniature Silver Appleyard Bantam Ducks

Englishman Reginald Appleyard developed this hardy and colorful little duck in the
1940’s. In size, confirmation and mothering ability, they mirror the Australian Spotted,;
their plumage is similar to Snowy Calls. They are extremely rare, hardy and ornamental.

Silky Bantam Ducks

These extremely rare little ducks have soft, lacy feathers similar to Silky Doves, and
were first bred by Darrel Sheraw of Pennsylvania. They weigh between 30 and 38 ounces,
and we breed them in Black, Dusky, Gray (Mallard), Snowy and White color varieties.
They are non-fliers, excellent foragers, faithful setters and make delightful pets.

Black, Blue East Indie Bantam Ducks (Shipped only as adults)

Shimmering emerald green plumage is the hallmark of these tiny black beauties.

SEXING — Except for sexed pairs as specified on the price list, ducklings and goslings are sold
unsexed and in the ratio provided by nature. Normally this means about half of each sex. Sorry,
we cannot sex out extra females.

MINIMUM ORDERS — The fewest day-olds we ship are 4 goslings or 10 ducklings.

ORDERING — Orders are filled on a first come, first served basis. If you want birds during a specific
week, order them well in advance. Only occasionally can last minute orders be filled. Please
give earliest and latest date you will accept delivery and second breed choices.

TERMS — All orders received after December 31 must be accompanied by full remittance. A 25%
deposit will book orders received prior to January 1, with the balance due 21 days before the
shipping date. Payment can be made with check or money order. Sorry, we do not accept
payment by credit card. If for any reason we are unable to fill your order, you will be refunded
in full. There is a $5 service charge on cancelled orders. No refund on cancellations within 7
days of scheduled shipping date. There is a $15.00 fee for returned checks.

SHIPPING — Day-old poultry is mailed insured Priority Mail and deliveredtoyour postoffice, normally
12 to 60 hours after they leave us. (Due to postal regulations, hatchlings cannot be shipped via
the postal service into Canada. Our Canadian customers have their birds shipped to a stateside
post office for pick up. Let us know to which U.S. town you wish them mailed. Payment must
be made by money order or bank check in U.S. dollars.)

INSURANCE — Ducklings and goslings ship very well and normally arrive in good condition.
However, because we have no control over the treatment they receive once they leave us, all
shipments are insured for loss, damage, or shortage occurring enroute. Always openboxes and
checkthe birdsinthe presence ofthe postal carrier. If damage, shortage or death occurred during
shipment, file a claim (Postal Form 1000) at your post office.

GUARANTEE — We guarantee that (1) birds we sell are from our own breeding flocks; (2) our
stock is annually blood-tested and inspected by the Oregon Dept. of Ag.; (3) day-olds are
carefully graded and any found with physical defects are removed; (4) Top Show Quality
hatchlings are out of our special exhibition matings. (Keep in mind that not all offspring
out of even the best stock will be show specimens or suitable for breeding. A good
rule of thumb is to raise 2 to 3 young for every show bird desired.) Aside from the
above, our birds are sold without any other warranties whatsoever. In no case will we be
responsible for more than the day old price.

PHONE SERVICE — Include your phone
number (or that of a neighbor or friend)
to be puton the shipping box, so your
postoffice can contactyouwhenthe
birds arrive. We will phone to con-
firm that your birds are on their way
if you add $1.00 to your order.

PICK-UP ORDERS—Pre-ordered adults
and hatchlings may be picked up by
appointment. To safeguard our birds
from exposure to disease broughtin
by visitors, in accordance with the
provisions of the National Poultry
Improvement Plan, areas where
birds are kept are off limits.
